CALL FOR PROJECT IDEAS

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), within the framework of the Global Environment Facility (GEF)
Small Grants Programme (SGP) in Georgia and under Operational Phase 8 (OP8), announces a Call for Project Ideas
in line with the Country Programme Strategy in the following strategic directions:

e Community-based conservation of threatened ecosystems and species
e Sustainable agriculture and fisheries contributing to food security

e Access to low-carbon energy and associated co-benefits

e (Catalyzing sustainable urban solutions

Detailed information is provided in the document “SGP Country Programme Strategy for Georgia” (attached).

A key objective of UNDP/GEF Small Grant Programme under OP8 is to engage local non-governmental organizations
(NGOs) and community-based organizations (CBOs) in landscape/seascape management approaches. The
programme aims to enhance access to knowledge and information, strengthen capacities through learning-by-doing
and skills development, and provide technical and financial support for interventions that improve livelihoods and
socio-economic conditions while generating global environmental benefits.

During OPS8, the following priority landscapes/seascapes are identified in Georgia (see map below):

Greater Caucasus Mountains (>1,200 meters above sea level)

Lesser Caucasus Mountains (>1,200 meters above sea level)

Black Sea coast (<100 meters above sea level) and marine waters up to 10 km offshore
Semi-arid zone of Georgia
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Up to 30% of grant resources may be allocated outside these target landscapes. Priority will be given to projects that:
e Promote multi-stakeholder dialogue among civil society, government, and private sector
e Strengthen social inclusion, including engagement of women, youth, and vulnerable groups
e Enhance access to practical environmental knowledge
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Eligible applicants should be legally registered NGOs and CBOs operating in Georgia®.

The maximum grant amount per project is USD 50,0002, and the project duration should not exceed two years. A
mandatory co-financing requirement of 1:1 applies (cash or in-kind).

At the initial stage, interested organizations are invited to submit short project concepts (maximum 2 pages),
including:

> Project relevance (what environmental problem project is addressing), goals and objectives (including
alignment with the Country Programme Strategy)
Expected environmental results and impact (including contribution to global environmental benefits)
Sustainability, innovation and replicability
Implementation methodology (including innovative approaches, where applicable)
Estimated budget and co-financing sources, duration (the maximum duration of the project should not
exceed 2 years)
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Applicants must clearly indicate the relevant strategic direction(s) and geographic area of intervention. The
completed Initial Screening Questionnaire (Annex 1) must also be attached.

Each organization may submit up to two project concepts in Georgian or English. Applications must be submitted
electronically to: ana.shubitidze@undp.org no later than June 19, 2026, 18:00 (Thilisi time). Late submissions will not
be considered.

Organizations whose concepts are approved by National Steering Committee will be invited to submit one full project
proposal in July 2026.

To support applicants, SGP Georgia will organize weekly online consultations via Zoom on May 25 and June 4, 5, 11,
12 and 15 at 15:00 (Thilisi time). Interested participants are requested to notify the National Coordinator in advance.
